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Q and A’s About Good News Homes

Q.  What kind of assistance does Good News Homes offer citizens?

A. Depending on the situation we can provide temporary housing in one of our two four-plexes for up to twenty-four (24) months.  At RoseHouse we can house four (4) single women with children under the age of eight for up to twenty-four (24) months. 

Q. What other services beyond housing does Good News Homes offer its residents?

A. Good News case managers help residents obtain food stamps, medical assistance,

household necessities and clothing.  We can also help with referrals for disability, section 8 housing, legal assistance, employment, personal records recovery, and childcare.

Q. How are individuals referred to Good News Homes?

A. Individuals can self refer or referral can come from friends or family.  Churches 

and governmental agencies may also make referrals.

Q. How are residents selected for Good News Homes?

A. The selection process can be time consuming depending on the availability 

of housing options.  Since clients may reside up to twenty four months in a Good News property, the turnover of a Good News Homes apartment may be slow.  Once an individual fills out an application they are required to submit to a drug screening and background check.  Both the drug test and the background check must come back acceptable, meaning there are no drugs present and no felonies or serious offenses found on the background check.  The applications are then sent before the Family Relations Committee for review and recommendation.   There is no waiting list, but once an opening occurs, individuals are called in order to see if the need for housing is still present. 

Q. What is required of clients?

A.  Once selected, all Good News Homes’ residents are required to participate in a 
      comprehensive self-sufficiency program.  The program offers a prescribed set of 
            steps for each client.  Case managers meet with clients to insure progress is being 
            attempted.  Clients are required to seek employment, work toward obtaining a 

GED or higher education, participate in budgeting classes, and set a goal of 


saving money.

      Q.  Is Good News Homes a shelter?

      A.  No, we do not have the capability of housing individuals on a short term basis. 

            Individuals needing immediate assistance may have to seek help from one of


the shelters in Louisville or Southern Indiana. A comprehensive listing of 


agencies can be found by going to www.louhomeless.org.   

Q. Can Good News Homes assist individuals with utility bills, food, clothing,

household items, furniture, security deposits or rents.

A. We do not assist the general public with the above needs. Once a resident of Good News Homes, we may be able to assist with some of the above needs.  If we receive unrestricted supplemental funding, we can sometimes assist with certain requests.  This is not a certainty and is handled on a case-by-case basis.
Q. How does Good News Homes obtain funding?

A. We are funded by two Kentucky Housing grants.  One provides for our apartments

and the other provides for additional off site housing opportunities.  We also receive

Funding from the Head Trust, Zoeller Corporation, Mahan foundation, Metro United

Way, local churches and private donors.  Approximately 55% of our funding comes from the Kentucky Housing Corporation.
